We have reviewed the docutients forwatded to us regarding redevelopment plans in Wyandanch, We would
like to point out that our water main disttibution system should also be considered part of the existing public
infrasteuctute, not just our pump statons. This impottant distinetion will help to avoid problems (which we
expericnced with the renewal plans for Zahns Airport/New Horizons Park) with caserents and telocations when
and if certain roads, such as Woodland Rd ot Garden City Avenue, ate abandoned or relocated within the urban
renewdl aren, In that regard, eoclosed please find the relevant SCWA distribution maps covcting the area in
question. We can provide the Town with clectronic {(pdf) versions of these maps for your continued use.

Water main telocations and extensions ate paid for by the development entity involved, as a contract with
SCWA. Our contractors will actually perform the wotk, We have no objections to waterlities remaining undisturbed
in place, provided an casement is propetly described and recorded. We reserve the right, as indicated in
correspondence sent by Mr, Herman Miller Jast yeat, to require upgrades to the distribution system, provided that

pressute and fow tests indicate any ditectly related madeqmcics to serve new development espocially multi-story
buildings. .

While not spemf cally related to this plan, we would like to note problems with water main breaks, which
continue unabated to this <ay within the Southwest Sewer District, Two thirds of all our watcr main breaks every
yeat le within this sewer district in Babylon and Tslip. Hopofully, the extension of sanitary sewets envisioned by the -
Utban Renewal Plan up into the Wyandanch acca will not bring with it the shoddy scwer construction that is at the
heart of the continuing problems we have with cast iron mait broaks.

We arc in full support of this redevelopment plan as, from a business perspective, it would provide
additional customer base and consumption to shate our existing system,
